CONFERENCE HOTELS 
 
There are many options for lodging in Stillwater, although they can be a bit pricey.  (Google 
“Stillwater OK lodging” for a list of options georeferenced on Google Maps.) We have a block of 10 
rooms reserved at the Stillwater Plaza Hotel and Conference Center (405-377-7010): 
http://www.stillwaterplaza.com/index.php. The group rate is $71 (+ tax) per night.  Mention 
“Oklahoma Ornithological Society” to get the rate, and be sure to make your reservation by Oct. 1. 
The Stillwater Plaza is about 1 mi. away from the Wes Watkins Center: 
 
1) Travel north on Washington to the first light (McElroy Rd.). 
2) Take a right on McElroy. 
3) Travel east on McElroy through three lights. 
4) Turn left into parking lot for the Stillwater Plaza behind the new Taco Bell, about 1 block past the 
intersection of McElroy and Perkins Rd/Rt. 177.
